
Campus Parking
Regulations



Shri B.P.B.Arts and M.H.G.College Campus parking regulations exist for
the convenience, safety and protection of the total college community.
Campus parking permit is required by anyone parking on campus. Daily
and visitor permits are available at the Information Booth located on the
college access road. There is a separate parking facilities for the visitors
and routine staff and students.

Daily permits may be registered from one of the parking permit Security
offices located at the entrance of the campus. Parking permits must be
clearly visible, on the dash, windshield or rear view mirror. Any unique
circumstances regarding permits should be negotiated with Campus
Security prior to the situation resulting in the issuance of a citation.



Parking is permitted in designated
parking spaces only. A campus map
indicating parking areas is printed
on the back of this pamphlet and is
available upon request at the
Information Booth. Student parking
is allowed in parking areas
designated for student use only. A
parallel parking lot is allotted for the
students. 

The staff parking lot is reserved for employees of the college
and official, invited guests of the College only. Vehicles
parked in the staff lot must display valid staff permits.



visitor parking spaces located near the Staff
parking lot. Motorcycle parking is restricted
to areas designated motorcycle parking only.

Parking in Divyangjan Parking areas is restricted at all
times to use for the tri-cycles of Divyangjans persons
who are differently abled. Any unauthorized use of such
area is a violation of College Vehicle Code subject to a
fine of 50/- for first offense.

Parking a vehicle on campus overnight, or parking at any time for the
purpose of storage, repair (except for emergency repairs) or habitation is
prohibited unless special permission is obtained from Campus Security.
